About Riverfront Fright, the Haunted House 
 
The Riverfront Fright Haunted House will be located in the East pavilion building. 
This space was recreated after Expo 74 to house the Spokane Story – a fully 
automated presentation detailing the history of Spokane.  Upon the passing of 
this attraction, the space was used for various attractions and most recently was 
home to the KZZU/Muscular Dystrophy Haunted House which closed in 1995. 
The majority of the space has remained unused ever since, with the exception of 
the front entrance which currently is home to the park technicians shop and the 
SR2 Scream Machine attraction.   
 
About Ignite! Community Theatre 
 
Ignite! Community Theatre is a non-profit, 100% volunteer community theater.  
Their mission is to operate a community theatre with high artistic, educational

and ethical standards and serve as a resource to the community at large.  To this 
end in the past four years when Ignite! was created, they have staged 8 fully-
produced full-length plays , 15 Booklight Reading Stage productions (free to the 
public), 2 tales of Terror Halloween events and Spokane’s only Haunted House 
in 2006.  Ignite! Theatres previous haunted house utilized over 50 volunteers to 
construct and perform and averaged over 1,000 people going through the 
Haunted House.   
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
